Purchaser reserves the right to: conduct negotiations with one or more Bidder and/ or accept the Bid without any negotiations.
2. Bid Submission/Closing Date: The Quotation must be mailed by 06:00 PM (Bangladesh Standard Time) November 03, 2019 to the email: tender@bracbank.com. The subject of mail must mention ‘Quotation for Deed Withdrawal Charges for BBL, Ref: BBL/Proc/RFQ/Y19/166’. Bidder should submit related documents mentioned below. The Purchaser reserves the right to reject any Quotation submitted after the Closing Date. The Purchaser reserves the right to change the Time schedule at any time.
3. [bookmark: _GoBack]The bidder shall submit soft copy of the Commercial Offer (on the Company Letterhead of the bidder) through e-mail as per the Price Annexure format. The Excel file (Price Annexure) must also be filled and submitted.
4. The bidder should follow the format as per attached file (Price Annexure)
5. If you are enlisted vendor in BRAC Bank, you have to submit the above mentioned Commercial and Technical Offer. If you are not enlisted vendor in BRAC bank, in addition to the above documents you have to submit List of Documents required for enlistment. 
6. Manipulation or any kind of unusual approach or failure to submit the proposal/offer within stipulated time frame will be treated as “Disqualification” to attend in the bidding.
Commercial Terms and Conditions:

1. Price: The quoted price should include applicable VAT/Tax. The rate of VAT should be mentioned in the quotation. It must also include carrying charge/manual labor charge or other applicable charges.
2. Price Validity: The price should be valid for 1 year from acceptance and confirmation of offer.
3. Liquidated Damages for Delay:   The Bidder has to complete the entire work within the stipulated period as mentioned in Purchase Orders, in failure penalty will be considered at pro-rata basis. Bank will not consider any delay in delivery unless due to force majeure.
4. Payment Terms: Payment will be made after Final Acceptance (FAC will be given after successful delivery and installation as per scope) & upon submission of the bill with work order & original challan which is duly signed by authorized personnel (Sign, Name, PIN & Seal, if available). Payment will be made through Bank Account only.
5. The Bidder shall have to submit their proposal as per the format attached with the RFQ. Any proposal not following the format will be considered as disqualify and will not consider for evaluation.
